ARRIVAL IN ATHENS — TRANSPORTATION

El. Venizelos International Airport - Athens is about 30 km from the city
center.

All means of transportation are located at the Arrival Level, with the
exception of the train/metro, the entrance of which is at the Departures
Level opposite entrances 1 and 2.

A. By taxi

The airport is accessible by taxi on a 24-hour basis. Passengers
leaving the airport, make use of the taxi queue next to Door 3 of the
Arrivals Level.

Cost: 25.00 - 30.00 Euro from the airport to Syntagma. (The price is
indicated in the taxi-metre. An additional cost of around 5euro exists
for the airport).

Duration: Approximately 45 minutes depending on the traffic.

Receipt: According to the Greek Legislation, taxi drivers should provide upon
request a receipt for the amount paid for transportation services. The receipt
should also indicate the taxi registration number and the driver's name.

B. By bus

X95 Syntagma - Athens Airport Express

Ticket price: 3.20 Euro. Use for only ONE trip to or from the airport.

All Express Buses disembark their passengers at the Departures Level
and they depart from the designated area located at the inner curbside
of the Arrivals Level, right outside the Intra Schengen area, between
Doors 4-5.

Tickets for the bus are also sold there at the OASA blue-white kiosk.
You can also buy ticket from all metro stations, public transport ticket
kiosks, and from the bus driver.

Operating hours 24hour basis.

A. By metro and bus.

Take the metro from Syntagma — line 3 (direction Airport). Your station
is Nomismatokopio (exit : Kondylaki Str.).

Next to Metro station is the bus station.

Take the bus "406" or "407" or “B5” to NCSR Demokritos (station 4™
Aghias Paraskevis).

Duration: approximately 30 minutes

Ticket price: 1 Euro, 90-min ticket, covering trips by: metro,
bus, trolley bus, ISAP, tramway and suburban railway*.
3 Euro, 24-h ticket (daily ticket), covering trips by: metro,
bus, trolley bus, ISAP, tramway and suburban railway*.

10 Euro, 7-day fare (weekly ticket), covering trips by: metro,

bus, trolley bus, ISAP, tramway and suburban railway*.

* It does not cover trips:
- by the Airport Bus Lines
- by E22 bus line as to 'Varkiza' - 'Saronida' section
- at 'Doukissis Plakentias - Airport' section of the Metro and the Suburban
Railway.

B. By taxi.

Take a taxi straight to the gate of Demokritos

Duration: Approximately 40 minutes depending on the traffic.

Cost: 15-20 Euro.

Receipt: According to the Greek Legislation, taxi drivers should provide upon
request a receipt for the amount paid for transportation services. The receipt
should also indicate the taxi registration number and the driver's name.

14 - 17 SEPTEMBER : No need to get bus 406 or 407 or B5.
A bus will transfer you from the metro station to Demokritos.

DO NOT FORGET to have with you your PASSPORT for the
Demokritos gate.

A. By taxi.

Duration: Approximately 25 minutes
Cost: 15-20 Euro. (The price is
indicated in the taxi-metre. An
additional cost of around 5euro
exists for the airport).

B. By bus.

X94 or X95 to Nomismatokopio
Metro Station (average travelling
time 30°)

Ticket price: 3.20 Euro. Use for
only ONE trip to or from the airport.
Take the bus "406" or "407" or “B5”
to NCSR Demokritos

(station 4™ Aghias Paraskevis)
Ticket price: 1.00 Euro.
